THE self-proclaimed “Iranian Government in
exile” has celebrated its 14th anniversary - at
its international headquarters in Chingford.

The group, which founded the United Iranian
Party (UIP) in Cyprus in 1997, wants to see the
overthrow of the Islamic republic's dictatorial
regime and the introduction of free elections.

Its modest but high-security building in

Connaught avenue, off Station Road, has been

the subject of curiosity from Chingford

residents and has even been mistaken for the
Iranian embassy. )

But, despite its otherwise low profile, the
group says it has tens of thousands of
members worldwide - including 150,000 covert
supporters in Iran.

The UIP is battling for international diplomatic
recognition to show Iranians that there is an
alternative to its current leadership of
Mahmoud ahmadinejad and aAyatollah
khomeini.

Party co-ordinator ali Befroei, S5, who lives
nearby in Chingford Mount, fled Iran to Cyprus
in the 1980s following the Islamic Revolution
which brought the regime to power in 1979,

He escaped with his daughters after his wife
was imprisoned for campaigning against the
country's new rulers.

when she was eventually released it was
discovered she had leukaemia, and Cypriot
doctors sent the family to the UK for treatment
in 1991,

She died within a week and, with certain
imprisonment or even execution awaiting them
in Iran, Mr Befroi and his family settled in Enagland.

Mr Befroei and his family have lived in various
parts of London but says he likes Chingford
best because its residents are friendly and is
far away from other areas of the capital
populated by factions hostile to his party, such
as Hezbollah.

Mr Befroei said his fellow Iranians in exile had
been inspired by the Arab Spring, which saw
dictators overthrown in Egypt and Libya.

He strongly believes legitimate change can only
come with a people-led revolution, and says it
would be a big mistake if the West used force
against Iran.

He said: "I like England very much and it is my
home now but of course I'd like to go back. But
the main thing is I just want my country to be
free”

ABU Qatada’s human rights lawyers have been
paid £21million in legal aid in ten years.
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Birnberg Peirce and Partners, fronted by Gareth Peirce, has had an average of £181,000 in
taxpayer-funded legal aid a month since 2002, according to Legal Services Commission figures.

The TaxPayers’ Alliance said the huge sums showed reform of the Legal Aid system was vital.
Director Emma Boon said: “At a time when budgets are under pressure, taxpayers will worry that
lots of their cash has been handed to lawyers like Birnberg Peirce.”

Solicitor Ms Peirce has represented other terror suspects including the Tipton Taliban and British
Guantanamo Bay detainees. Her most famous case was representing the Guildford Four — and
she was played by Emma Thompson in the 1993 film In The Name Of The Father.

Ms Peirce has described it as “astonishing” that the UK wants to deport Qatada to Jordan — even
though a judge labelled him Osama Bin Laden’s right-hand man. She has even spoken out against
JURIES — complaining she does not trust them, as they are willing to jail her “innocent” clients.

Birnberg Peirce yesterday said the LSC figures were “entirely misleading” and a “serious
misrepresentation”.

HSBC Aided Money-Laundering by Iran, Drug Cartels, Probe Shows

HSBC Holdings Plc did business with firms linked to terrorism, let money-laundering safeguards in its Mexico operations erode,
and circumvented U.S. sanctions against Iran, according to U.S. Senate investigators.

The Permanent Subcommittee on Investigations released a 335-page report today detailing a decade of lax controls that allowed
HSBC, Europe's largest bank, and its affiliates around the world to give terrorists, drug cartels, and other criminals a portal into
the U.S. financial system. Lawmakers plan to question senior executives from Europe’s largest bank at a hearing in Washington
tomorrow.

“HSBC used its U.S. bank as a gateway into the U.S. financial system for some HSBC affiliates around the world to provide U.S.
dollar services to clients while playing fast and loose with U.S. banking rules,” said Sen. Carl Levin, the Michigan Democrat who
heads the subcommittee. “The failure of accountability here is dramatic.” Newsmax

Lloyds offices in Britain and Dubai are named in court documents, which say the
bank commonly referred to its practice as "stripping” or "repairing” transfers.

Among the Lloyds clients involved were Iran's Bank Melli, Bank Saderat and Bank Sepah and Sudan's National Bank of

Khartoum "For more than 12 years, Lloyds facilitated the anonymous movement of hundreds of millions of dollars from US-
sanctioned nations through our financial system," said acting assistant attorney general Matthew Friedrich. Guardian

British Bank Value Plunges After Iran Money Laundering Accusations

Shares of the British bank Standard Chartered were sharply lower Tuesday, a day after U.S. officials accused it of
illegally laundering $250 billion in financial transactions with Iran during the past decade.

Britain's fifth-biggest bank has operations spread throughout the world, but until now had been spared from a wave
of recent disclosures about financial irregularities by British banks. New York's top banking regulator, however,
alleged that Standard Chartered "operated as a rogue institution" from 2001 to 2010.

The regulator said the bank earned hundreds of millions of dollars in fees as it filtered money through its New York
branch in about 60,000 transactions with Iranian financial institutions. He said the transactions exposed the U.S.
banking system to terrorists, drug traffickers and rogue states. The U.S. Federal Bureau of Investigation is
conducting a criminal probe.

U.S. bank analyst Bert Ely said the investigation is part of an effort by the U.S. and its Western allies to curb
development of Iran's nuclear weapons program, the existence of which Tehran denies.

“Enforcement of the bank secrecy act and the money-laundering laws are just an on-going effort by the financial
regulators to again choke off cash flows to Iran as much as possible and make it as difficult as possible for Iran to sell
its oil internationally, but also to buy equipment and parts needed for its nuclear enrichment activities,” Ely said.

Standard Chartered said it "strongly rejects"” the U.S. allegations and will fight the effort to revoke its license to do
business in New York, a key financial center. But its stock plummeted, and the value of the bank plunged nearly 17
percent, a one-day loss of more than $9 billion.

The U.S. government has sharply regulated financial transactions with Iran since 1979, when 52 Americans were held
hostage by Tehran for 444 days, and stiffened the rules in recent years as the conflict heightened over Iran's nuclear
development program. VOA
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These individuals would have left their country in urgent situations, leaving their family and all their
belongings.

In most cases it is the first time they have ever been out of Iran, with no knowledge of English and
no other support. We have supported these individuals or families with provision of basic essentials
such as food or small figures of money.

As we have cited on our website to date we have been involved in protection of 330 individuals or
families of prisoners within Iran and also 150 individuals whose lives have been in imminent danger
and have escaped from Iran. At no point have we been actively involved in their escape. We have
been able to financially assist these individuals from donations collected from our members to the
party and have never sought to gain from these unfortunate circumstances.

The Metropolitan Police recently raided my office and my private residence and arrested me and my
wife on false accusations of money laundering and conspiracy to human trafficking. | was physically
assaulted by one of the officers at the time, this being racially motivated. | subsequently needed
medical attention for this and am still suffering as a result.

This circumstance is a conspiracy against our political activities by the Iranian authorities who will
stop at nothing. With the prolongation of my case and the inactivity of our group the lives of
hundreds of Iranian individuals are in danger. The blood of these people will be at the hands of the
UK government.

Recently a British journalist was smuggled out of Syria to save his life. Western authorities would
have done all that is possible to ensure his safe escape. This brings forth a question as to why it
should not be acceptable for our organisation to intervene in cases where young activists in Iran are
fleeing for their lives in desperate circumstances, to ensure that they are in safe hands and are alive.
Yes, this at times may have meant we have to contact known human traffickers to ascertain the
whereabouts or the wellbeing of the individuals, but we have a responsibility to do that as human
beings and as members of their political party.

| reiterate that we have always sought to work with the UK government and for good relations
between the UK and Iranian nationals. We abhor any terrorist activities. UK officials would do better
to spend their time and energy on seeking out dangerous groups funded by the Iranian government
seeking to harm the western authorities rather than focusing on a peaceful, anti-terrorist and human
rights seeking party.

I am in the process of lodging a complaint against my treatment at the hands of the metropolitan
police. A matter of shame for a country which seeks to teach other countries democratic values and
proceedings. | would like this matter to be fully investigated further.

We have been fully co-operative with the UK authorities so far and will continue to do so throughout
all investigations and | will fight to clear my name in due course.

| Mr Ali Befroei, (Arya Bina) the head of the United Iranian Party (UIP) am writing to you to bring a
matter to your attention. The UIP was set up by myself in 1996 in connection with students,
academics and activists based in Iran and working against the Iranian regime and has since been
peacefully active. We have on numerous occasions sought help from western governments
including the UK in our quest to oppose the policies of the Iranian regime. Unfortunately, we have
never had any support or cooperation from any other authority and have independently managed to
survive and fight the Iranian government from inside and outside of Iran, increasing our members
day by day.

We have an official and legally registered head office based in London which has continued its work
over the years. Our activities have included awareness campaigns by means of publications, internet
and demonstrations outside the Iranian consulate in cooperation with the metropolitan police in
London and the appropriate authorities in other cities in Europe and Canada. At no point have we
ever been involved with any illegal activity.

My quest has always been to campaign for the youth of Iran who are suffering at the hands of the
ruthless regime perpetually violating all basic human rights. My fight is for the freedom of young
Iranian boys and girls in prisons, enduring torture, in shape of mental, physical and sexual abuse. As
you are well aware, individuals are executed on a daily basis in Iran, family members often go
missing, or are taken from their homes in the middle of the night by the authorities, only for the
lifeless bodies of the victims to be found in outskirts of cities days later with signs of torture and
abuse. No authority ever takes responsibility for these atrocities and the government continues its
daily abuse of human rights and oppression of the Iranian people. As the head of this political
organisation and as a human | saw it as my responsibility to help those suffering at the hands of the
regime because of their political or religious beliefs.

We have assisted these individuals selflessly without ever requiring any financial or material gain. At
times individuals have needed to escape Iran through any means necessary which has included
approaching human trafficking groups. In some instances we have been forced to be in touch with
such groups to attain the whereabouts and ensure the safety of our members and their safe
gateway from Iran.
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Mr. Bina was assaulted during the police raid and punched very hard in the area of the left
kidney. Following the assault he passed blood in his urine for 5 days after he was remanded to
prison and was seen at St George’s Hospital, Tooting. The policeman who assaulted him was

has never had a problem with the police until this case and has no criminal record.

Mr I <oulted me during the arrest with such force that | required medical attention
later in custody, reports of which are available. | suffered from trauma to the kidneys for a number
of days following the incident. | was also extremely hurt by Mr B - o ments which
included asking me how | could have afforded my new car as a foreigner, following which he then
spat on the car. Furthermore, my 65 year old mother-in-law was ordered to remove all her clothing
for a search at the property, and this was carried out so insensitively by the officers that she lost her
urinary continence and was left extremely traumatised by the incident.

The investigation of the entire case has been marred by inappropriate actions. My wife Mrs
Asemani, has been asked on numerous occasions during her interrogation as to why she has married
me despite our age difference and what she hoped to gain from this. The officers also alleged that
according to their knowledge | have had numerous relations with other women in my travels. |
believe these questions were aimed at intimidating Mrs Asemani.

Further alarmingly, on interrogating other witnesses in the case during the police investigations, the
witnesses have been given full information as to the detail of my arrest and the allegations made
against me. | believe this to be unnecessary and unlawful. In addition, | have been told by friends
who were interrogated that they were threatened with deportation and told if they assist and give
evidence against me they will be able to stay in the UK.
